Conclusions of the Resolution:

Committee for European Affairs

1.

takes note of the Communication from the Commission to the European Parliament,
the Council, the European Economic and Social Committee and the Committee of the
Regions - Commission Work Programme 2021 - A Union of vitality in a world of
fragility and the Government's Framework Position on it;

reminds the European Commission that the European Union is founded on the
principle of the division of competences between the Union and the Member States,
which must be respected even in these difficult times;

points out that in areas where the Union shares competence with the Member States,
all measures must fully respect the principles of subsidiarity and proportionality;

looks forward to the holding of the Conference on the Future of Europe, which
considers the active involvement of national parliaments to be successful;

welcomes the planned initiatives in the healthcare, including the detection of cross-
border health threats and the efforts to reform the World Health Organization;

calls on the European Commission to submit a proposal to reduce social and
environmental dumping on goods imported into the EU;

notes that the issue of climate and energy protection, including emission reductions,
needs to be solved globally, not just at EU level;

authorizes the Chairman of the Committee on European Affairs to forward this
Resolution to the President of the European Commission, to the President of the
European Parliament and to the chairmen of the European Parliament's factions in the
context of the political dialogue.
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
